Heb 12:5-7 And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you 
as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor 

 

 

faint when thou art rebuked of him: 6 For whom the Lord loveth he 
chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. 7 If ye endure 
chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the 
father chasteneth not?

Job 5:17 Behold, happy is the man whom God correcteth: therefore despise 
not thou the chastening of the Almighty: 

Jam. 1:2-4 My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations; 
3 Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience. 4 But let 
patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting 
nothing.

chastisement as evidence that we are his children and that he 
loves us enough to correct us.”
