salvation, salvation has them.

o The dictionary defines a disciple as “a follower or student of a
teacher, leader, or philosopher.”

e The first truth | want us to see about being a disciple is this one;

disciples are !
e Just because someone trusts Christ and becomes a Christian
does not make them a “Christ follower.”

Ephesian 2:10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good
works, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.

Colossians 3:8-10 But now ye also put off all these; anger, wrath, malice,
blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth. 9 Lie not one to another,
seeing that ye have put off the old man with his deeds; 10 And have put on the
new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created
him:

Ephesians 4:22-24 That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old
man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; 23 And be renewed in the
spirit of your mind; 24 And that ye put on the new man, which after God is
created in righteousness and true holiness.

o  We will not be willing to follow his direction and unless we are
willing to him to make us different.
e Remember that discipleship, unlike salvation, has
requirements.

Luke 14:27 And whosoever doth not bear his cross, and come after me, cannot
be my disciple.

e A Christian on a different path follows God with all his heart so
that he may be a to this lost world of the gospel
of Jesus Christ.
